Le Liban
a également besoin d’une stratégie et d’une
politique publique de développement qui lui
permette de  faire face aux défis régionaux,
d’amortir les retombées négatives des 
conflits environnants, de tirer parti des
opportunités d’avenir, et de contribuer à la
création d’un environnement stable.
En attendant que le Liban regagne sa
“vitalité” politique à travers le fonction-
nement normal de ses institutions, nous
réitérons l’importance du déblocage des
systèmes législatif et exécutif afin que nous
puissions continuer à avancer et à tirer
profit de nouvelles opportunités.

Fifth meeting of the MENA Network of Public Procurement Experts in Beirut

Built on the experience of the Institute in
building the capacities of Lebanese civil 
servants in public procurement, in line with
the modernization agenda of the Government
of Lebanon and the strategy of the Ministry
of Finance that recognizes public procu-
rement reform as one of the top priorities to
rationalize public expenditures and enhance
value-for-money, the initiative was the first
of its kind in Lebanon. It allowed 55 middle
and seniors mangers from 48 small and
medium-sized enterprises in Lebanon to
benefit from a tailor-made program in the
Arabic language, introducing them to public
procurement existing opportunities and the
importance of making business with the State
whether in Lebanon or in the Arab region.

From March to June 2015, five face-to-face
workshops were animated by a pool of local
experts-trainers in public procurement, to
enhancing SMEs’ knowledge and capacities
in public procurement and encouraging
them to bid for public contracts at reduced
transaction costs.
Based on an interactive methodology, the
program was a platform to exchange
expertise, discuss common challenges faced
by SMEs while bidding for public contracts,
and find solutions. The senior level of 
participation reflected the importance of
introducing such a new approach to the
dialogue among the public and private 
sectors, in a specific area of joint 
collaboration which is public procurement:



the public sector seeking to achieve a best
value for money from taxpayers’ money and
ensuring best services to citizens, and the
private sector aiming at discovering new
business opportunities and enlarge
economies of scale. 
The program targeted all business sectors:
16% of participating SMEs have an industrial
activity, 15% consultants, and 13% are 
specialized in IT services. It was an 
opportunity for 31 SMEs out of 48 who had 
previous experience in public bidding to
improve their capacities in terms of legal
and technical specifications, rights and 
obligations, as well as contract performance
and negotiation. 
The closing ceremony of the program was
organized under the auspices of H.E. the
Minister of Finance, Mr. Ali Hassan Khalil,
at the Institute’s premises in Beirut, in 
presence of senior representatives of partner
institutions, in addition to more than 90
experts from the public and private sector in
Lebanon, including key procuring entities,
economic instances and SMEs, and non-
governmental organizations, in addition to
senior representatives of international
organizations.
The ceremony was an occasion to expose the
main outcomes of the joint initiative, namely:

Enhancing the understanding of SMEs of
public procurement terms and conditions,
technical, administrative, legal and
financial aspects. 
Getting acquainted with international
good practices implemented by 
governments worldwide to encourage
the participation of SMEs in public 
bidding, such as Chile, Italy, Australia,
USA and the EU, among others.  
Reaching out to the private sector: raising
awareness of private sector managers and
directors and engaging in a dialogue around
challenges, barriers to entry and oppor-
tunities offered by public procurement.
Exposing the central role of public 
procurement in PFM reform as well as
the socio-economic benefits of enhancing
SMEs access to public contracts, through
new communication channels with the
local press.

The ceremony was a golden opportunity to
also featuring remarkable country experiences
in modernizing public procurement systems
and improving access of SMEs to public
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The workshop was an opportunity to rebuild a relation

contracts in a panel discussion that exposed
the prominent experience of the Chilean
central procu-rement agency, hileCompra,
in addition to the Tunisian newly launched
online procurement platform, TUNEPS.
The panel also hosted the Lebanese Tender
Board represented by its Director General, 
Mr. Jean Ellieh and the Economic and Social
Fund for Development (ESFD) represented
by its Managing Director, Mr. Haytham
Omar. The speakers gave useful insights on
the national efforts in place to reform 
public procurement at the legislative and
institutional levels, in addition to the 
potential of the Lebanese SMEs at the local

and central levels to enter this market,
enlarge their businesses and create jobs.
Back-to-Back with the closing ceremony,
the Institute hosted the fifth meeting of the
MENA Network of Public Procurement
Experts, with the participation of 23 experts
from Djibouti, Egypt, Jordan, Iraq (KRG),
Lebanon, Morocco, Palestinian Territories,
Tunisia, and Yemen, in addition to senior
representatives of the World Bank. The
meeting was a platform for open discussion
and validation among members of the
regional strategy for capacity building and
action plan, and for the launch of  the 
network's online portal.

The e-procurement system should
be linked to other agencies 

Q: As procurement management system and support to SMEs,
what is the experience that ChileCompra could highlight in terms
of e-procurement impact on public financial management and
economic growth?
A: The key element in the implementation of the e-procurement 
system is the development and continuous management of users, from
the procurers and suppliers’ sides. In parallel, the implementation of
procurement operations should be accompanied by a particular main-
tenance with public procurers who are entitled to use this platform,
for them to be able to use it properly and also be knowledgeable of
normative measures while managing the system and applying 
procurement procedures that encourage better competition and
attract good suppliers. Also from the suppliers’ side, the same effort is
to be done for them to be able to understand the tenders and to access
new market opportunities through the platform, and use the system
efficiently, so that they can prepare and submit a good offer, in addition
to their knowledge of new technologies available on the platform.

Q: What are the must to take into consideration while introducing
a new management system and a participatory approach in public
procurement?
A: One of the main reforms in place is the development of this platform
based on the users’ needs, in a simplified way for users. The e-portal
shall not be independent, but linked to other platforms and agencies
in order to unify necessary procurement information. Users shall be
engaged, as they are the ones who are the final users of the platform
that is composed of several components, and functions according to
specific regulations. They shall also be knowledgeable of new techno-
logies and the use of internet. Some users access the information on
ChileCompra website from their offices at the Center of the country. The
needs of suppliers in the regions, who face a slow internet connection,
shall then be taken into consideration, in addition to the continuous
support and updates to be provided on the online platform.

ChileCompra experts: 
The Best Opportunity for Micro

and SMEs in Chile

Winner of the United Nations Public Service Award for “Improving
Transparency, Accountability and Responsiveness in the Public
Service” in 2007, ChileCompra is one of the world’s leading best
practice in the area of public procurement modernization.
ChileCompra manages the biggest e-procurement market in Chile,
with more than 850 government agencies using the electronic 
platform. 3.5% of GDP in Chile are transactions done through the
ChilaCompra platform. 
ChileCompra witnessed a considerable progress in its operations and
realized a great impact on public finance and economic development
in Chile. Micro and small enterprises registered on the online platform
have progressed from 33,000 in 2003 to 121,000 in 2015. Through
this platform, 121,000 suppliers (13% of the country’s suppliers) are
selling products and services to the Government. In 2014, 58% of the
traded amount was allocated to SMEs (equivalent to 5.9 billion USD). 
ChileCompra has contributed to public savings of more than 4.5
billion USD in 11 years. It has also encouraged sustainable public
procurement with 39% of the biddings that include sustainability 
criteria, and promoted high-quality and inclusive public procurement,
and promoted the inclusion of social groups, namely rural citizens
and women. 

Local governments have been purchasers from micro and small
enterprises with 57% of value traded originating from micro and
small enterprises.
Based on an ACCESS strategy, ChileCompra has succeeded in: 

Ensuring unencumbered access with equal opportunities by all 
suppliers in the public procurement system: creation of regional
centers, a state supplier registry, etc.
Disseminating the system and delivering the necessary tools and
assistance so that all interested potential suppliers can participate,
through online marketing campaigns.

It also fostered the RETENTION of its suppliers by:  
Promoting their participation. 
Providing them with advanced training.
Segmenting them according to their transactional behavior, by
allowing the delivery of offers in accordance with their needs.

Its capacity to face CHALLENGES is another element of success,
namely:

Promotion of best practices: preferential treatment of high 
social-impact purchasing, and encouragement of smaller size
companies, and regional and local development.
Timely payment to suppliers: within 30 days of acceptance of
invoices.
Easy access to framework agreement.
Reduction of entry barriers to public markets.

Q: How was the reaction of private sector
in Tunisia, and namely SMEs, following
the launching of the e-procurement 
platform “TUNEPS”?
A: The responsiveness of the private sector
in Tunisia to the launching of  TUNEPS was
initially low. The decree of March 2014 was
a turning point as it introduced the specific
arrangements of online public procurement.
The trial period helped public entities in
Tunisia to better explore the new system,
identify the weak points, and take corrective
measures.
The private sector realized the advantages of
TUNEPS in facilitating the bidding process.

Q: How was the reaction of private sector
in Tunisia, and namely SMEs, following
the launching of the e-procurement 
platform “TUNEPS”?
A: The responsiveness of the private sector
in Tunisia to the launching of  TUNEPS was
initially low. The decree of March 2014 was
a turning point as it introduced the specific
arrangements of online public procurement.
The trial period helped public entities in
Tunisia to better explore the new system,
identify the weak points, and take corrective

The program helped 
raising awareness on the
public procurement
process as a whole. In our
opinion, several measures
are to be implemented to
facilitate and encourage
small and medium-sized
enterprises to access public
procurement:

Increasing the level of
trust between the public
and the private sector.
Building capacity of the
personnel in charge of

writing the bidding documents in terms of good market research, specifications
and conditions.
Revisiting payment process since it does not actually fir with the private sector:
whether paying upon completion of works/delivery of products and services to
avoid loss in private sector capital, or guaranteeing payments through banks’
subsidized loans for industrialists.
Imposing conditions of 10 years of experience for companies/ industries in the
bidding documents to ensure the quality of products/services provided.

The e-procurement experience has been successful in several countries, allowing
lower costs and a wider participation of SMEs in public contracts. Thus, for
Lebanon, such a system would be a tool for efficient public procurement.
However, at a first stage, initiating change could be through an e-portal gathering
all public procurement data from public administrations and institutions, 
facilitating timely access to information for the private sector.

The training was an eye-opener to business 
opportunities in Lebanon in the field of IT engineering
and data center. 
Although a new business sector in the country, we
are now aware of the methodology of information
collection on public procurement opportunities.
